	Student arrives at Eurocentres and is welcomed at reception
	To ensure the student receives a good first impression of the school

	10.35
	Student is given a short English placement test and interview to determine his/her level
	To find out the student’s current level. To demonstrate to the student that Eurocentres is committed to placing them in a class suitable for them

	10.55
	Student is introduced to his/her class teacher. The student is also introduced to the Student Assistant.
	To ensure the student understands the class they are about to attend is appropriate for their level

	11.00
	Student participates in class
	To ensure the student experiences an Eurocentres Auckland lesson appropriate for their level

	11.50
	Admin staff collects the student from class and then they complete a form detailing the student’s current level, study goals and expected progress (student assistant helps if necessary)
	To match the student’s study goals to Eurocentres study options. To demonstrate that Eurocentres students are treated as individuals

	12.00
	Student is given a tour of the school by admin staff and/or student assistant
	To show the student different areas of the school and self study options with particular emphasis on the student’s study goals/needs

	12.15
	Student is farewelled by admin staff and student assistant. Student is given promotional materials.
